The
procedure also assumes that the TE100 is turned on and has
been allowed to warm up for a minimum of fifteen (15)
minutes and that the T4000 has been properly configured.

Make sure the T4000 has been configured for the intended
application. This includes setting the units, decimal point,
scale capacity, averages, etc.
